ROUTE DESCRIPTION 
 
From Ghent 
E17, through the Kennedy tunnel, exit 5 Berchem. Then turn to the left (over the highway), 
to ‘binnensingel Noord’. At the Berchem railway station, turn to the right (parallel to the 
railway): first you pass the Posthofbrug [over the Antwerp ring], then Roderveldlaan till the 
sports stadion of Berchem Sport. It’s the 2nd street on your right hand side.  
 
From Brussels 
Behind the Craeybeckxtunnel, at the traffic lights turn to the right, to ‘Binnensingel Noord’. 
At the Berchem railway station, turn to the right (parallel to the railway): first you pass the 
Posthofbrug [over the Antwerp ring], then Roderveldlaan till the sport stadion of Berchem 
Sport. It’s the 2nd street on your right hand side.  
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From Hasselt 
E313, exit  ‘Antwerpen/Borgerhout’, at the traffic lights, turn to the left, to ‘Binnensingel’. At 
the 5th traffic lights (at the Berchem railway station), turn to the left:  first you pass 
Posthofbrug [over the Antwerp ring], then Roderveldlaan till the sport stadion of Berchem 
Sport. It’s the 2nd street on your right hand side.  
 
From the Netherlands 
E19, direction Antwerp. Exit Berchem, turn to the right at the traffic lights. At the next traffic 
lights, turn to the right, direction ‘Binnensingel’. Next traffic lights, turn to the right, first you 
pass the Posthofbrug [over the Antwerp ring], then Roderveldlaan till the sports stadion of 
Berchem Sport. It’s the 2nd street on your right hand side.  
 
From Liège 
E313, exit Antwerpen/Borgerhout. at the traffic lights, turn to the left, to ‘Binnensingel’. At 
the 5th traffic lights (at the Berchem railway station), turn to the left:  first you pass 
Posthofbrug [over the Antwerp ring], then Roderveldlaan till the sports stadion of Berchem 
Sport. It’s the 2nd street on your right hand side.  
 
Public Transport 
 
Busses 18, 21, 32, 34 and 9 stop in the neighbourhood. 
Tram 15 stops on the Grotesteenweg, Berchem, 15 minutes walking from the Veldekens.
